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Background

The analysis of the current policies gives an overview of the barriers and potential
support measures and provides tentative recommendations to support the devel opment
of biorefineries in Europe. For instance, legidations in the packaging and waste
management sectors are currently hampering the access to market of biodegradable
plastics, while other such as the Integrated Pollution Prevention Control (IPPC) have
the potential to push industry to switch to milder processes. Other policy measures
like the Lead Market Initiatives or the revision of the Common Agricultural Policy
(CAP) will be crucial to market access for bio-based products and sufficient biomass
for biorefineries.
